APERC was born in 1996 as a regional re-
search institute to support energy policy coop-
eration under the framework of Asia Pacific
Economic Cooperation (APEC). Legally, it was
established as an affiliated body of the Insti-
tute of Energy Economics, Japan (IEEJ), an ex-
isting research institute. It was difficult to ac-
quire the legal status of independence under
the Japanese laws at that time

In recent years, the rules for establishing

nonprofit tions have been changed in
Japan. It has become easier for those orga
sations to obtain independent legal status. In
addition, various interal conditions enabled
and urged APERC to pursue its legal independ-
ence
